Statement, titled "Signs of Hope on the Edge: Serving homeless people with mental ill-health," focuses on the intertwined

for increased recognition, dignity, and friendship for
2025-2026 * SOCIAL JUSTICE STATEMENT those on the margins.

Through powerful stories of people like Michael, Sally, Carol, and Luis, the
statement highlights the human face of homelessness and mental illness, reminding us that everyone deserves to be seen,
heard, and loved. The Bishops urge practical action - affordable housing, stronger mental health support, and policies that
leave no one behind - but also call each of us to respond with compassion, courage, and hope. We are challenged to move
beyond charity: to encounter, befriend, and walk alongside those in hardship, bringing dignity, healing, and hope to our
communities.
